COMMITTEE REPORTS: 

Maintenance:  
1.
Tom Wolf reported that the County swept the path from Currier Street t mile 9.5.  Some parts of the path still had ice on it.  Athens city did some cleaning between Stimson Avenue and the waste water treatment plant.
2.
Bob Eichenberg reported that he asked Jeff Maiden to look at the erosion spot on the path below Nelsonville.  Access to the site will be a challenge.  He is not sure what will be done if heavy loads have to cross over the path.  Also some heavy equipment will have to cross the path.

Two signs will be posted in the well field between the bridge and Armitage Rd. requesting that the railroad not spray in that area.

4.
Bob Eichenberg reported that the city of Athens is planning on putting in a canoe access point at the West State Street Park.  There will be no vehicle access.

5.
Bob Eichenberg, John Cox (York Paving) and Charlie Brown inspected the bikeway for patching, sealing and, in one spot, taking out a part of the pavement.  The estimate came back at $14,770.00.  This estimate also included trenching.  Trenching may not need to be done.  The estimate is high.  Greg Wright (ODOT) may be able to give us some other ideas.  Should this be put out for bid? The area below the well field needs to be drained.  Bob Eichenberg will contact Andy Stone.  Mark Whitney will also look at the path.  Rosanne Reeves asked if the work would be done by summer.  It will have to be done before the path is sealed.
6.
Sealing - Waiting to hear from the Federal Highway Association.  The fresh asphalt patches should not be sealed.  The edges can be sealed and the patches bypassed.  Sealer should not be put on the asphalt patches for at least a year.

Scott Schell suggested a maintenance assessment of the path.

8.
4 signs have been stolen at the intersection of the County and Athens City path.  Signs at West State Street have also been stolen.  Charlie Brown has been asked to fix the bolts.  Does Athens City use vandal resistant nuts and bolts?

Promotion/Marketing: (Gina Geremia reporting)

Website - The Visitor's Bureau will work on the site.  A couple of domain names will be purchased and Gina will link them to the Hock-Hocking Adena page.  Current minutes will not be posted.  The SEORF account will be kept and it will link to the new page.  Gina asked that the members of the committee look at the old site and e-mail comments to Gina. The ODOT inspection cost was $120,000.  Jeff Maiden would do it for much less but ODOT insists on doing the inspection.  Is there anything the committee can do?  Bob will check with Jeff Maiden.  Bob will also call Judy Sinnott about this.
