Minutes: Minutes from the February 8, 2007 meeting were not available at this time.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Marsha Wikle inquired as to whether a Safety Committee should be added.  Will be investigated and reported on at the next meeting.

Maintenance:
· Groundskeeper Position: Marsha Wikle submitted a letter to be sent to the Commissioners asking them to consider our recommendations as to candidate qualifications.  Paul Mullins suggested that "work orders completed in a timely manner" should be added to the letter.  This should be the number one recommendation.   Linda Watkins will type on letterhead and Marsha will sign.

· List of needed maintenance:

· Concrete marker between mile 9 and 9.5 knocked over.

· Wood base left at Stimson Avenue entrance, Rt. 682 and County Rd. 4

· Pavement on the city section by Mill St. and golf course bridge (City)

· Pavement at Mill St. section (OU)

· Pavement past bridge towards Eclipse (washboard effect)

· Currier St. pavement needs to be fixed (City Issue)

· Trashcan by sewer treatment plant is over-flowing.  Should be removed (City)

· Trail needs to be swept toward the end of the month to be readied for the Athens Marathon.  Tom Wolf will take care of this.  Rob Dewey asked who cleaned the path after the Marathon.  Tom said that the Athens Marathon staff (Mitch Bentley) took care of that.

· Mr. Mara and Mr. Simpson presented plans that depict the proposed waterline from the Le-Ax plant to Hocking College.
· The canopy over the path will be preserved.
· The path of the waterline was moved to the south side where it first enters the Bikeway.  This will eliminate two borings under the path.
· Language will be written into the specifications to protect the path.
· Equipment will operate off the path but will have to cross path at times.  Everything will be done to protect the path during these crossings.  Bob Eichenberg suggested using turf tires.
· Access roads will be used for construction.
· The pipe will be buried under 4 feet of cover.
· Will need to bore at Glen Ebon Rd.
· Bob Eichenberg asked that a copy of the Specification Book be made available.
· Would like to begin construction during the late fall and winter months.
· It was suggested that feedback be asked for regarding the future of the bike path to Logan.
· Phil Cantino asked that flags be placed, before construction begins, where the pipeline will run.  Marsha Wikle also suggested that warning signage be put up also.
· Inspectors will be hired by Mara and Le-Ax to watch construction
· There will be a pre-construction meeting with contractors.  Members of the committee are invited to attend. 
· A question was asked whether the pipeline has any effect on the proposed Nelsonville section of the path?  It does not.  It will go on the other side of Hocking Parkway.
· Revegetation will be done every thousand feet.  Phil Cantino will find out if seeding can be done during winter months.
· Marsha Wikle suggested some minor issues that Le-Ax and Mara could help the committee with. One of these issues is the mine drainage north of Rt. 691.
· A few members of the committee will get together to walk the path and review plans.
